OUR MEDICAL-LEGAL PARTNERSHIP

Children’s Law Center's (CLC) medical-legal partnership removes non-medical barriers to children’s health and
well-being—barriers such as poor housing conditions and lack of appropriate special education. Children’s Law Center
attorneys work from offices located inside clinics across DC, adding a lawyer to the health care team. The program'’s
fully integrated reach expanded to two new locations in 2017. Our team members work in Children’s National Health
System, Mary's Center and Unity Health Care centers in Wards 1, 5, 7 and 8 —and positively impacted more than

1,000 DC children in 2017.
